Veronica Valdes Herrera’s thesis has compelling sections, occasionally great language, but
unfortunately lacks focus and hardly goes beyond a teaser description of Mailer's 1948 book
The Naked and the Dead. The thesis starts with a short description of WW2, especially the
Pacific War, and then gives the impression that it will describe in detail the autobiographical
nature of the text, by comparing the book to the recently published Selected Letters of
Norman Mailer. However, this happens only very briefly (p. 18-20), and then the thesis turns
into an evaluative commentary of the novel, in which the student finds “the main themes” (p.
22) of the literary text (p. 23-40). It is followed by a summary of the reviews of the book,
which serves to convince the reader of the general positive values of the novel (mainly
realism and character drawing). Finally, the analysis depicts Raoul Walsh’s 1958 film
adaptation. This is possibly the most problematic part of the thesis, since in spite of
referencing postmodern theorists like Linda Hutcheon, the thesis does not go beyond
debunking the lack of faithfulness in the film version.

The thesis uses a compelling, albeit not too academic, language. It contains, however,
several typos and typographical mistakes. | suggest the grade "dobre."
