Ms Skraskova's thesis focuses on the American Dream and its representation in two
twentieth century American novels: J. D. Salinger's The Catcher in the Rye and Philip Roth's
American Pastoral. The paper defines the concept of the American Dream and shows the
historical development of the concept and its geographical variation, as well as the most
common critical remarks made about it. In the actual analyses, the candidate points out that
although at first sight the two novels may seem to have very different views on the American
Dream, in fact they are both highly critical, deconstructive portrayals where the character in
the critic's role is a disillusioned teenager coming from the upper-middle class whose parents
are active supporters of this very phenomenon. Although by proving this the paper could
already be complete, Ms Skraskova goes on to identify the main difference between the two
critics' stances. She sees it in Holden being passive and non-violent, and Mary being active
and violent.

The paper proves an impressive, close to encyclopedic knowledge of the issue of the
American Dream, and an unusual ability to critically synthesize the viewpoints of various
secondary sources. The analytical part is likewise excellent, combining meticulous close
reading, sound critical thinking, and sufficient knowledge of existing readings. This all is
combined with a very good command of English and an enjoyable style.
